













The ‘lid’ of the can actually screws into the underneath of the main can. Attached to this is a ‘mini-can where all the pieces of the game can be stored.





Two colours of metal counters that ‘stick’ onto the steel can as they are magnetic.





A grid is painted on the tin. The squares should be just big enough to fit the counters.





Mini-can(with lid) attached to the screw-top lid.





Can is upside down so the lid fits on the bottom.





The mini-can with all the pieces inside can be stored inside the can when not in use.





The ‘5-In-a-Row’ game is played on a grid painted all around the can. The players take it in turns to place their counters on the grid and must try to get five counters in a line. The pieces are magnetic.


   When the game is finished, the counters can be stored in a mini-can that is attached to the base.
