What do I need?


Access to the Internet. PowerPoint











The ‘Cantastic’ unit allows pupils to understand the method used to create a  two and three piece can,





This ICT unit gives pupils the option of developing a PowerPoint presentation to describe this process, but using some presentations already created that are available as a downloads on the MPMA website. 





The challenge set for the pupils is to use these MPMA presentations as a base on which to create one aimed at children.

On the left hand menu, select ‘Design and Manufacture’





There are three PP presentations available as downloads to be saved on your computer. These are:


3 piece food cans


2 piece food cans


2 piece drinks can





These presentaions have a simple text and illustrations showing the process.





Allow pupils to have a look at these and give their opinions. What audience do they think these are aimed at? Is it an adult audience or a child audience? What makes them say that?





Tell the class that MPMA would like them to re-design these presentations for use in primary schools. Discuss with them what kind of changes they would need to make to ensure that these are more applealing and interesting for young people to watch. 























Create a child’s guide presentation about can manufacture











They will need to consider point such as:





Is the text suitable…. would children understand it?


How could the pages be changed to make them more interesting?


Use of colour


Use of animation


Use of additional images / characters




















Allow children to upload and save the PP presentation of their choice into their area on the network. They can then either choose to create  a new presentation, coping and pasting what they need from the MPMA one, or they can work on the MPMA one, changing, adding and editing that presentation to create their own.





The pupils may need several lessons in order to achieve this.




















Once the presentations have been completed, these can be shared with the rest of the class. Evaluate the presentations and decide how well they meet the equirement that tyey would teach children about the process of can manufacture. Complare the presentations back to those available on the website.
