Curriculum Links: Creative use of ICT to support learning





What do I need?


Software such as Audacity (free)


Microphones











This unit is based on the assumption that the pupils have completed the ‘Game in a tin!’ unit and have designed their own game.





This unit suggest ways in which children could promote the sale of their game through the creation of a podcast…. a recorded advert….. that would be suitable for a radio broadcast.





Complete a brainstorm with the class on the ways in which they could promote their game and let the public know about it. One of these should be to create an advert. Adverts occur on both TV and radio, but children are often les aware of radio adverts. An internet search will give you examples that can be played to children.





Explain that they are going to create a ‘podcast’ … a recorded advert that will be saved as a sound file. This sound file would be suitable to be used on a radio show.





Discuss what different parts there could be to product advert. These could include:





Information about the product


A catchy slogan


A ‘jingle’


Music





Allow the pupils time to discuss these different elements and how they could create these for their game. Share these ideas and discuss the effectiveness of them with other groups and the rest of the class.

Creating and rehearsing the elements of the podcast





These podcasts could then be incorporated into a larger advertisement project. Children could create a TV advert, possibly using parts of their podcasts for the soundtrack. Windows Moviemaker could be used to upload video, photos and sound to create their TV advert. ICT could also be used to create some adverts for magazines.





Once the pupils have decided on the elements of their advert, they need to plan and create simple scripts for the different elements. They will then need to rehearse these elements until they feel they are ready for recording. They will also need to decide if any other music is going to be used and find the examples they need. They may have CDs that they would like to use tracks from.  The tracks can be copied onto the PC for use in the advert.














The elements of the podcast can be recorded separately and then linked and arranged in the final stages. The best application to use is a free upload called ‘Audacity’ This is a powerful piece of software that allows you to record audio and then manipulate that to create a final MP3 file. You may have different software within your school that your pupils can use. ‘Podium’ is another piece of software often available in schools.
